Polling 
stations are open from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m.  
 
Important races that will impact our public schools are the following: 
-  Governor 
-  State Superintendent of Education 
-  Contested School Board positions in Areas 22, 24 and 28 
 
In addition, State Constitutional Amendment #4 impacts our public schools.

OUR VIEW Vote for the best candidates for public education.   Make public education your 
priority in deciding who to vote for in the Governor and State Superintendent of 
Education contests.   For these races and the School Board positions, learn about 
the candidates and decide who will do the best job of supporting and improving our 
public schools.    
 
Vote "No" on State Constitutional Amendment #4 .     If approved, this 
amendment would cap increases in the assessed value of non-improved and non-
transferred property at 15% over a five-year period.  This will reduce the ability of 
school districts to fund construction and renovation of school buildings   A cap will 
limit the amount of construction bonds sold and could increase the cost of those 
bonds due to a resulting lower bond rating.  Read more about the Constitutional 
Ballot Question and its impact on public schools. 
 
In addition, capping the appraised value of property will mean two out of three 
homeowners will end up paying higher taxes.  The property tax burden will shift 
from properties that are rapidly appreciating, like those located along a waterfront, 
to properties whose values are not increasing at the same rate, such as homes in 
lower- and middle-class areas.   Read more about the impact on taxpayers.
